In accordance with Section II of the Agreement of Cooperation, the following
mechanisms designed to encourage and facilitate INTENSIVE ENGLISH
INSTRUCTION of students are hereby established:

1.

Daejin University agrees to utilize Stony Brook University’s Intensive English Center
as its primary provider of this service.

Stony Brook University will prioritize applications from Daejin University for this
service.

Initial selection of students will take place at Daejin; however, Stony Brook reserves
the right to deny admission to any student not meeting its general admission criteria.

Student applications should be received at the host institution no later than July 23 for
fall admissions, December 19 for spring admissions, and June 4 for summer
admissions.

Stony Brook University will assist incoming students in arranging accommodation.
Students will be responsible for their own housing costs.

This Appendix shall be in effect for the same period as the Agreement of Cooperation
and may be adjusted in writing upon mutual agreement of the two parties. For matters
not covered in the Appendix, the universities shall consult the Agreement of
Cooperation,
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
