MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

ON STUDENT EXCHANGE

between

THE STATE UNIVERSITY OF NEW YORK AT STONY BROOK
and

Ecole d’ingénieurs des technologies de l’Information

et du Management (EFREI)
The memorandum documents the understanding between the State University of New York at Stony Brook, New York (USA) and EFREI, Ecole d’ingénieurs des technologies de l’Information et du Management, Paris (France), concerning the exchange of students between the two institutions («Exchange Program»)

The Exchange Program seeks to broaden the scope of the academic curriculum, to provide a unique learning experience in an overseas environment, as well as to promote co-operation between the two institutions.

The parties agree on the terms/matters stated hereunder.

1. Interpretation

1.1 The «Exchange Period» is defined as either one, or two consecutive, academic semesters, or equivalent, but no longer than two academic semesters, or equivalent, in which the student participates.

1.2 The «exchange student» is one who participates in the Exchange Program between the institutions.

1.3 The «Home Institution» is the institution in which the student is originally enrolled. The «Host Institution» is the institution that the exchange student attends for the duration of his/her exchange.

1.4 For purposes of accounting, one «Unit of Exchange» is defined as one student attending an entire semester ( or equivalent period)

2.   Student exchange

2.1 The program is founded on a reciprocity basis, with the intention of achieving an equal number of units of exchange each way over a mutually agreed period of time.

2.2 Two students in attendance for one semester each will be counted as the equivalent of one student for two semesters. In each case, two units of exchange will have been achieved

2.3 A maximum of six units of exchange each way per academic year will initially be arranged. The number of units of exchange may be amended by mutual written agreement.

2.4  There is no obligation on either Institution to nominate students for the Exchange Program.

2.5 Participating students will continue as candidates for degrees of their Home Institution, and will not be candidates for degrees of the Host Institution.

2.6 Exchange students will be subject to the academic rules and discipline of the Host Institution.

2.7 The Home Institution will be responsible for screening and selecting students nominated for this Exchange Program. 

2.8 The Host Institution will make reasonable efforts to assist the exchange student to obtain housing and with other matters of hospitality.

2.9 Exchange students shall be responsible for obtaining their own visas and completing the required immigration formalities, and for obtaining travel and other related documents needed to pursue studies at the Host Institution.

2.10 The obligations of the two Institutions under this agreement are limited to exchange students only and do not extend to spouses or dependants.

2.11 No monetary consideration will be exchanged between the two Institutions, nor will there be any indemnities, reimbursement for expenses, or sharing fees or profits arising from the Exchange Program.

2.12 If an exchange student withdraws before the end of an Exchange Period, it will be considered a completed exchange for the Host Institution. The parties agree that there will be no replacement for the student.

3.  Student enrolment, Attendance and Assessment

3.1 Exchange students will be permitted to enroll at the Host Institution in any course for which they are qualified, subject to the admission requirements, timetable and capacity constraints of the Host Institution.

3.2 Full time participation at these courses by the students is required. Full time will be defined by the Host Institution.

3.3 Exchange students will obtain credits for the courses in accordance with the regulations of the Home Institution. Official transcripts for each student will be sent directly to the Home Institution at the end of each semester of the Exchange Period.

4. Fees and other expenses

Exchange students will pay tuition and other fees at their Home Institution during the Exchange Period. They will also pay for all personal expenses incurred at the Host Institution, including visa, housing, travel, meals, health, books and stationary required. They will be exempt only from application and tuition fees at the Host Institution.

5. Insurance

All exchange students will be required to carry adequate health (including hospitalization) insurance for the Exchange Period, and shall be responsible for deductibles and expenses that exceed the coverage provided.

6. Term and termination

6.1 This agreement shall be a period of three years from the last signature date below and shall continue in force unless terminated by either party in accordance with Clause 6.3.  This agreement may be modified as mutually agreed in writing by the parties.
6.2  Notice to EFREI shall be sent to Madam Christine Loevenbruck, Director of International Studies {address}; notice to SUNY Stony Brook shall be sent to Dr. William Arens, Dean of International Academic Programs,  E5340 Melville Library, Stony Brook New York 11794-3397.
6.3 Either party may terminate the Exchange Program at any time by giving written notice six months beforehand to the other party. Such termination shall not affect Exchange Student participation in effect prior to the effective date of the termination.

6.4 Each party shall ensure that adequate arrangements have been made to complete all commitments before the Exchange Program is terminated.
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
